In addition, the Rectory offers parking space for six vehicles, valuable
additional storage space in the garage (already being used as such) and
additional land for any future, potential development.

It should be noted that the Rectory lounge is currently used by the

Youth Group on a Sunday morning and the garage is used by the church
for storage. It cannot be assumed that any future incumbent would be
happy for this arrangement to continue were the Rectory to still be the
home of the Rector. In this case more space for groups and storage
would have to be found somewhere.

Costs:
Purchase of the Rectory, which has been agreed with the Diocese will cost
(excluding legal fees, refurbishment etc): £315,000

The cost of providing furniture and equipment is minimal as most of what is re-
quired is already in our possession. Any tenant will of course provide for their
own needs

There will be ongoing running costs including heating and lighting, maintenance
and upkeep forecast to cost approximately £2000. The use of the garden is
being considered.

A restricted fund will be established for those who wish to contribute
to this project.
